 The Denton Airport (DTO) is a general-aviation airport that serves as a super-reliever airport for 

DFW airport in Dallas, Texas.  DTO has always been Denton's "hidden treasure" in terms of being an 

economic engine for the community.  In 2010, the Denton Airport became an Enterprise Fund and is no 

longer being funded by the city's general fund.  Therefore, priority has been given to marketing and 

promotion of the airport and its property available for development.  In addition, because of increasing 

interest by private companies wanting to locate at DTO, a special purpose brochure was created to 

provide technical and general information about the airport and to identify property lots available for 

development. The brochure debuted in October 2010 at the NBAA (National Business Aviation 

Association) trade show in Atlanta Georgia. The brochure is now online in the Airport Development 

section of www.DentonEDP.com.  The brochure has been a handy piece to have when talking with parties 

interested in locating to the Denton airport.  In addition to clearly showing all airport property, it 

identifies available lots with taxiway access with future access and parking.
